General Guidance:

All Expression of Interest proposals for a co-supervised collaborative doctoral studentship should be jointly developed between an HEI partner and a REACH ‘heritage partner’. However, for avoidance of doubt, the completion and submission of this form should be undertaken by the HEI partner (i.e. the potential HEI co-supervisor). 

To complete this form, you will therefore need to be a member of academic staff at a Research Organisation directly supported by the UK funding councils and have been in contact with a potential heritage partner co-supervisor at one of the five REACH CDP Consortium heritage partners: Royal Museums Greenwich (CDP PI), National Portrait Gallery, Historic Royal Palaces, British Film Institute and National Trust.
